[image: ]Healing with Horses was created in 2010 as a non-profit organisation realized from a dream by its Founder and Director, Veronika Danzer La-Fortune. With one horse rescued from the rain forest and a heart filled with love and hope, Mrs. Danzer La-
Fortune and her husband, Lennon created a place for children (from different backgrounds and nationalities and with varied physical and mental abilities) and adults, to come together and enjoy therapy and creative play.

We offer our services to various schools and organisations to attend free of charge. Our weekly sessions include therapeutic play in our Magical Playground, music, drumming, nature walks, gardening, arts and crafts and the exceptional experience of Being with Horses.

We have a healthy herd of 9 horses and 2 ponies (most rescued or donated) which gives the children a way to experience a strong sense of bonding and affection, along with the physical benefits of strengthening and improved balance from
horseback riding. Each child is offered the opportunity to ride, groom, feed and commune with these gentle animals.

THE HERD:
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Students and Programs


We offer Equine Nature Therapy to our students who are differently abled. We have an ongoing Afterschool Program which is offered to the following institutions weekly from Monday to Saturday:

	Yahweh Foundation
	Technical Vocational School 	Private Students

Many of our participants have been diagnosed as follows: ADHA, Down syndrome, Cerebral Palsy, Autistic, Hearing and Visually Impaired. The participants are guided by teachers and volunteers and encouraged to be creative and expressive. They also enjoy the outdoors, being surrounded by nature and the sea. These unique sessions allow the children to improve their physical strength and overall well-being, along with gaining new insight, improving self-esteem and realizing unknown talents.

HWH’s main program consists of ongoing afterschool Sessions which are offered throughout the year to various school groups and private organizations, such as the Yahweh Foundation and the Technical Vocational School. The focus is” Being with Horses” as the children commune, groom, feed, and ride. Our Therapeutic Playground offers a variety of stations for swinging, climbing, seesawing, imagination, and creativity. Please refer to ‘Addendum A’ for the ongoing Afterschool sessions.

There is also a three-week Summer Camp which caters to children aged 6-12, with different levels of abilities and varying backgrounds. They are primarily local but we include international children. The Camp offers 4 activities daily, with a few special events scattered throughout the weeks. The camp is supported by a core of 16 instructors and 11 volunteers both local and from abroad. Our intention is to offer a wide variety of experiences in which each child can experience their own level of participation dependent upon their physical abilities and social capacity.

Summer Camp
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Activities throughout Year


We participated in many local events to raise funds and awareness for the foundation. These events included the 92nd Annual Buccoo Goat and Crab Race Festival, Buccoo Heritage Festival, and Guardian Group’s Run for Fun Event. Our staff and volunteers also attended workshops and training courses to improve their skills, such as the PlayAble Introduction to Para Sport course, and the Social Solutions’ NGO Social Media Marketing and Management & NGO Accounting 101 workshop.

[image: ]The 2017 Integrated Summer Camp was held from July 10th – July 28th, 2017 at the Healing with Horses Park in Buccoo, Tobago. From 9:00 am to 3:00 pm, Monday through Friday, the children were divided into small groups, each facilitated by a teacher and two group leaders. The children enjoyed music, dance, sports, acting, arts and crafts, creative gardening, nature walks, yoga, face painting, and the unique experience of being with horses.

[image: ]Fifteen volunteers, including occupational therapists Gem Sonia Sarabo and Anastasia Raquel Martinez, donated their time to conduct sessions and activities with the children. We had a Camp doctor on call as well as first-aid assistance on site. The children and
volunteers were provided with water and snacks daily, and were given HWH T-shirts, bags and water bottles. We also had the House of Rest available for those children who needed it.







[image: ]On the final day of Camp, the campers, volunteers and staff were honoured in a small celebration ceremony held in appreciation for their time with us.

Currently, there are two live-in volunteers from Germany, Isabelle de Vigneux and Lena Kayser. Both conduct hour-long therapeutic sessions with children every Monday - Saturday. Refer to Addendum B for ‘Calendar of Events 2016’.
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Fundraising throughout Year
We have procured donations from public and private sectors through active fundraising: sending out proposals and grant requests, holding community-based fundraisers, and selling merchandise and acquiring donations from tourists and friends of Healing with Horses. We are also very active in the social and traditional media.

[image: ]We are extremely resourceful, making use of donated and recycled materials, such as using sawdust for the horse bedding, building our own facility with bamboo cut from the bush, painting our own signs, building our own handicap bathroom, taking in rescued horses, doing our own vetting, searching out qualified supervisors to volunteer, and seeking out discounted housing for our volunteers from abroad.

We function largely on in-kind donations, purchase as little as possible, and are very conscious of the value of recycled goods. With sufficient funds, HWH would be able to provide ample stipends to our volunteers, and employ more therapists to assist with the children, thereby improving the quality of care and our ability to serve more children.

To raise funds for the Afterschool sessions we collected funds to make the 2017 calendar. The theme was “Equine Spirits”. It featured the following businesses:

Each business made a contribution of TT$ 3 000.00. Two thousand (2000) calendars printed. Some calendars were given to friends and supports of the foundation, the rest was sold in the Love and Magic Centre at TT$150.

Work for next year’s calendar (2018) began. Proposed theme ‘Appreciation’.

Many proposals and letters were sent to various businesses

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[image: ]Challenges and Risks

Although equine therapy is not new to many countries in the world, on our tiny island in the West Indies most have never seen a horse nor had any exposure to being with these amazing animals as a therapeutic modality. Our programs have shown great success over the years. We are on the right track and have learned how to work with our community in presenting a program which at the start was difficult for many to accept. People were afraid, doubted our abilities and most certainly did not trust our gentle
giants to be friendly. With time, patience, endless invites, visiting schools for the differently abled, villagers seeing our horses walk through their village, swim in their bay and accept all who came to visit, we slowly gained the trust and confidence we needed to implement our programs.


[image: ]If we heard of a horse abandoned in a lone field we went, on foot, and walked endless miles to bring her to the stable as horse vans do not exist here. Undaunted by lack of feed we cut our own hay by hand, often traveling miles when dry season leaves us few options. We devise healthful blends of feed using coconut and molasses, gathering fruit and palm leaves assuring our herd
has the best of care we can offer regardless of weather or lack of vehicles. Water is trucked in, buckets are carried where needed.
Most of our herd came to us malnourished, injured, abused, neglected. Within weeks and without the aid of vets or "equine specialists" our treatment of daily sea baths, massages, clean feed from nature's bounty, and always in company of each other, our lonely orphans blossom into vibrant, shining, muscled, calm, trusting members of a happy herd. Operating from a premise that if our horses, in spite of their backgrounds, health issues and prior conditions, are well nourished physically and emotionally, treated with respect and without the use of any forceful tactics either in manoeuvres or
harsh equipment (bits, bridles, spurs, ill fitting saddles, whips, martingales,etc) they will transfer their calm, trusting, gentle manners to our participants, visitors, and volunteers creating a new level of relationship. Children and adults with Autism, Down's Syndrome, Visual and hearing impairments, emotional trauma, grief, loss, cerebral palsy, etc. have made remarkable improvement not only in their physical abilities but discovered a place where they can trust, bond develop self confidence fully accepted, unjudged and loved by their four legged friends.

The main strain on Healing with Horses financially is assuring sufficient care for the herd. Feed, medicine, equipment, shelter, hygiene, hoof care, arena footing, tools etc.
If funding for their proper care is in place we can then employ monies raised to expand our programs, upgrade our facilities both for the participants and our beloved herd.
We are not presenting a dramatic change as we know our methods work. We are however, wanting to assure the care of our herd which is and always has been, our primary concern and the foundation from which we operate.
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[image: ]The HWH Foundation foresees very little risk of funds or innovations. We consider our projects low risk as we have always, and will continue to proceed with utmost caution and care taking on only what we know we are capable of in management of the herd, participants, park and volunteers. Although always striving to improve and implement new ideas as we grow and learn, we are detail oriented in every area of the organization. It is imperative that the care of our horses be of the utmost quality and focus applied at all times to insure the well-being and safety of all. With proper maintenance of our horse park, fencing, safety equipment, arena, fencing, and experienced staff we can assure the best possible environment and the ability to open our programs to a larger portion of the population.

Our accounting is impeccably maintained with professional accountants and fully transparent, open to audit. All monies spent are carefully recorded, receipts filed and accessible. Access to the funds is secure.
